Rucstall Primary School is located in the Black Dam area of Basingstoke, conveniently
situated just off Junction 6 of the M3 and only a short distance from the town centre.
Basingstoke is a thriving Hampshire town, home to a range of successful global
businesses, a modern retail centre, and a vibrant arts and cultural scene. In recent
years, it has been recognised as one of the UK’s fastest-growing and most affluent
towns, with excellent shopping and leisure facilities, including Festival Place.
